 100 Mile and 100K Ride:

· Check in begins at 7:00 a.m., arrive early if you have not submitted your pledges and checks.  Check in is at the Wings of Eagles Discovery Center (www.wingsofeagles.com).  Tour begins for the Century Ride (100 miles) and Metric Century (60 miles) at 8:15 am.  Stops will be located at various points, TBA.  Drinks and snacks will be provided.

· There will be vehicles stationed along the route with some repair equipment to assist with break downs.

· There will be a central phone number available ride day to contact for emergencies or pick up for disabled bikes.

Ten (10) Mile Ride:

· Family / Fun Ride will begin at 11:00 a.m.

· There is a ten mile loop from the museum.  Qualifying riders will receive the same perks as long distance riders.

Registration Information:

· A “Qualifying Rider” is a rider that obtains pledges totaling $50.00 or more.  A Qualifying Rider is entitled to a T-shirt, door prize, and meal at the end of the ride.  
· A “Participating Rider” is a rider that does not obtain $50.00 in pledges.  Participating Riders will not receive a T-shirt, door prize, meal, at the end of the ride.

· A “Qualified Ride Group” is a group of 4 or more members (families / youth groups’ w/adult supervision) that obtain pledges totaling $40.00 or more per rider.  Each rider is entitled to a T-shirt, door prize, and meal at the end of the ride.  
· An official event bike jersey will be available by special order only.  Any rider that would like an official event bike jersey needs to pre-register by May 1st 2011 and needs to obtain pledges totaling $150.00 or more.  

· Please note the following:  The Horseheads Rotary Club needs to receive a minimum of 12 jersey requests to place an order.  Jersey lead time is 8 weeks so they will not be delivered by ride day.  The Rotary Club will deliver them to the rider when available.
